Benjamin Franklin said, iWhen the well is dry, we
know the worth of water.0 Utahns are learning the worth
of water as they face a fifth summer of sparse runoff and
low reservoirs. Most wells are not dry, but many have
receding water levels, and citizens are being reminded of
their obligation to use this precious resource carefully.

Forum members are active in various efforts to teach
and promote water conservation throughout the state.
With the majority of Utahns living along the Wasatch
Front, the most visible programs are centered in Salt Lake
and Utah Counties, but most Utah water districts and
municipalities have been working with their customers
and citizens to curtail unnecessary water use.

For the fifth year, water districts in Salt Lake and Utah
County have contracted with Utah State University
Extension Service to provide fiwater checksoCaudits of
urban irrigation systems. Recipients may be home or
business owners, schools, churches, parks, cemeteries, or
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any other entity looking for expert advice on managing
their outdoor water use. Water Checks have also been
offered in Wasatch, Uintah, Duchesne, and Juab
Counties, and in others where Extension agents are
trained and available.

The Governorés Water Conservation Team has
kicked off another season of an extensive media
campaign to change Utahnso water use habits. The
Utah Water Conservation Forum plays an advisory

role to the Team.
